10 Projects, 10 Slides, 10 Minutes: Green Building Slam.  Sept. 10, 2011 at Bastyr University
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(Seattle, September 1, 2011) 10 finalists have been selected to highlight their accomplishments at the Bastyr University Auditorium, on Saturday, September 10th at 6 p.m.  The event will include tours of Bastyr’s new student housing, which was named Outstanding Multi-Family Project of the Year in 2010 by the United States Green Building Council.  Tours begin at 4:00 p.m., with a reception at 4:30 p.m., and presentations beginning at 6:00 p.m.
Finalists are listed below.

1. Adding Space While Reducing Energy Use, George Ostrow, VELOCIPEDE architects inc. Built Green 4 Star certified.  The square footage increased by 70%, yet the family is using 15% less energy than before the 105 year old home was remodeled.

2. Is Reinventing the Wheel Wheely Wheely Necessary? Susan Neaton Architects, Scott Engler, Heartwood Builders.  An exciting exercise in pushing the envelope inward and using existing technologies to achieve excellence. 
3. Sustainability Can Be The High Point in One’s Life, by Environmental WORKS, Sally Knodell, architect.  This Neighborhood House High Point Center is a 20,000 sq. ft. social services delivery facility in West Seattle with a Teen Center, Head Start Child Care, Family Center, offices, classrooms and gathering spaces, targeting LEED Platinum.
4. The Art of Healing – Taking a Deep Breath, Grace Huang, ming | architecture and design, Paul Koharhook, Pathway Design & Construction.  This comprehensive sustainable healthy home remodel focused on the impact of indoor air quality, homeowner education and sustainability’s forgotten child (operation and maintenance).
5. You Can Make Real Your Dreams At The YWCA, by the Village People, SMR Architects, Poppi Handy and Kate Smith, Walsh Construction.  This YWCA Family Village center at Issaquah Highlands is a transit oriented community targeting LEED NC Gold and Built Green 5 Star. 
6. What Goes On When The Lights Go Out? David Bangs, Owner; Jon Alexander, Sunshine Construction LLC.  Using your own home as a lighting design lab, with beautiful, healthy and highly energy efficient results.  
7. A Very Uplifting Experience, MAKE Design Studio, architect Nicole Starnes Taylor.  The theme of this project was “Save this Old House.” 
8. Beyond The Great Divide, Living Shelter Design, by Terry Phelan and Sandy Campbell of Entero Interior Design.  This home in Yakima showed how comfort, style, energy efficiency and healthy choices can be combined to create synergy.

9. A Mighty House, Co-Founders and Owners, Laura & Doug Elfine, Mighty House Construction.  The mainstay of this project is conservation – providing radical shifts without radical change while maintaining a high level of sustainable building and excellent indoor air quality.
10. It Takes A Global Community, Brad Liljequist, zHome Project Manager, David Vandervort Architecture.  zHome at Issaquah Highlands was brought to life by a public private partnership. 
11. Deep Green Modular Demonstration Project, by Johnny Hartsfield of Greenfab Design & Development was selected as a finalist but is unfortunately not able to make their presentation. Our first alternate, Mighty House Construction will be making a presentation instead.

12. Leschi Green Gut Rehab, Colleen Groll, Architect, O’Brien & Company’s project was selected as an alternate should any of the above 10 finalists not be able to make their presentation.
